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A top-of-the-range generation of drives for 
automatic swing doors
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Automatically opening swing doors are well-known. But TORMAX, the Swiss manufacturer of automated door equipment is launching a completely new generation of automatic door systems under the name iMotion. The heart of the system is two components – a completely silent motor which was developed in Switzerland and an intelligent control system which is used to customise the door configuration down to the very last detail.

The times when you had to move automatic swing doors by hand because they were sticking yet again or because they had a mind of their own, lurching or too fast when opening and (even worse) when closing are finally over. The times when every door in a large building also had to be separately configured are also a thing of the past.

Over 50 years ago the Swiss manufacturer Tormax installed Europe’s first electric door drive. That same company is now reconfirming its leading position in automated door technology. Gaudenz Wieland, a Tormax Product Manager, explains the achievement this way, “We developed all aspects of the iMotion 1301 swing door drive in Switzerland. Our objective was to create a system that could easily cope with heavy volumes of pedestrian traffic, that needed little maintenance and which could be configured very simply even if there was a large number of doors in the building.”
Quiet, safe and ready for the future
The revolutionary feature of the new iMotion generation is that customers do not have to define specific functions. The system is in fact accessible for future expansion and designed in such a way that all settings, from opening speed to closing speed and including power input can be changed at any time. But there is more than this: the system is self-adjusting and almost maintenance-free. A large number of interfaces also allow the doors to be networked with the building management system and controlled from a central point, even via the Internet for example. It is also possible to connect iMotion to all manner of security systems, from sensors and video cameras via badge readers right through to fingerprint scanners.

An almost wear-free motor 
But the motor which drives the whole system is also revolutionary. This is a brush-less AC motor that operates almost without making a sound. Its sophisticated construction with integral damping absorbs every vibration. Aman Khedun, General Manager of ALRO Door Technologies CC in South Africa, has already subjected the new drive to intensive testing – and is enthusiastic about it. “The motor is absolutely robust and almost wear-free. You can sense the Swiss technology it contains. I have never met such a quiet swing door drive as the iMotion 1301. With its slender design, it also looks good.“
